It is the sole responsibility of the owner or representative to decide whether or not to start or continue racing.  

Single-handed sailors must send a signed statement or evidence of nonstop single-handed offshore passage of at least 50 nm.

Preliminary Race Instructions

Full race instructions will be distributed at the Marblehead Yacht Club skippers meeting at 1800 Friday, August 3, 2007, at 4 Cliff Street, Marblehead, MA.  Skippers and crew are responsible for any revisions to the course announced at that time.  Class splits may be announced, as well, as will be protocols for reporting to fleet captains and to the race committee at the finish.
Starting time:  First gun will be at 1000 hrs. Saturday, August 4, vicinity of mark C1 at the mouth of Marblehead harbor, unless changed at the skipper’s meeting.  

Starting location:  Marblehead Harbor, Marblehead, MA.
Starting sequence:  If there are sufficient entries within a particular category, splits will be designated by PHRF number.  All boats in a given category will nevertheless start at the same signal.

· Londoner day marker (East of Thatcher Island)

· G5 TB bell (Two Bush Channel)

· C9 (northeast of Andrews Island)
· G11 bell (east of Monroe Island)
Finish:  The finish will be between can #1 and the Rockland Harbor Breakwater lighthouse.  

Please communicate with the RYC monitor and record your own time.  If you finish before 1200 or after 1800 hrs August 5, you may call ------------------ and leave your finish time on -----------------.  We will also use ch. 68 for communications during the Race, or if that channel is congested, switch to ch 72.

Time limit for cruising boats will be 1600 hrs. Sunday, 5 August, unless extended at the race committee’s discretion.
